Event security planning is a critical part of successful event planning.  This is a planning and management level course designed to introduce basic principles and skills associated with planning security for planned events in small communities and rural areas.  
COURSE DETAILS
This is a 16 hour planning and management level course that reinforces the importance and magnitude of security planning required to execute a safe and effective event. 

The maximum number of participants for this pilot is 25.  All registrants must be a U.S. Citizen.  Photo identification is required upon registration.  There is no registration fee for this class.  
Audience:  This course is designed for law enforcement personnel and/or local officials.
Scope:  At the conclusion of this course, participants will be able to recognize and
plan adequate strategies and security measures to prevent or mitigate security incidents related to planned events.  Course topics include intelligence planning; developing and using risk assessments; planning for command, control and communications (C3); anticipating staffing needs and other resources; planning for incident management; law enforcement activities associated with planned events security planning; role of public information and media relations in security planning; and, developing the security plan and briefing.  
Prerequisites: Students should have a general working knowledge of NIMS and ICS prior to attending this course.  All students should review the materials found at http:training.fema.gov/EMIweb/downloads/IS700-NIMS.pdf (read/review lessons 1 & 2, pages 1-7) to ensure they have the baseline knowledge required prior to attendance.
Testing/Certification:  The course requires each student to participate in a pre and post test and to complete a course evaluation.
Registration Information:  This course will be offered at no charge to attendees. A continental breakfast and working lunch will be provided on both days of the training.  The attached registration form must be completed and returned no later than June 9, 2008.  Seating is limited and will be allocated on a first come, first serve basis.
